The Museum chronicles the assassination and 
legacy of President John F. Kennedy; interprets 
and supports the Dealey Plaza National 
Historical Landmark District and the John F. 
Kennedy Memorial Plaza; and presents 
contemporary culture within the context of 
presidential history. Enjoy a cocktail or just 
some good company while exploring the more 
than 35,000 items on exhibit on the museums 
two floors.
